THE INCORPORATED TRUSTEES OF THE ISLAMIC COMMUNITY FUND OF HONG KONG

The Government of Hong Kong SAR accepted the Incorporated Trustees of the Islamic
Community Fund of Hong Kong as a Charitable Organisation and a Certificate of
Incorporation was issued on 1 December 1970. The Incorporated Trustees of the Islamic
Community Fund of Hong Kong is generally known among Hong Kong Muslims as “The
Board of Trustees.”

The Government of Hong Kong SAR recognizes the Board of Trustees (BOT) as the main
body representing the interests of the Muslim Community in Hong Kong.

CONSTITUTION

The Board consists of 7 members known as the Board of Trustees. These members are
from four founding and oldest Muslim Organizations of Hong Kong. The Government of
Hong Kong has given land to the BOT for the present 5 Masjids (Mosques) and 2 Muslim
Cemeteries.

REPLACEMENT OF TRUSTEES

A resignation or removal of the Trustee and appointment of a successor Trustee shall
become effective only upon the successor Trustee's acceptance of appointment as
provided in this Section. The Trustee may

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(15 Years of th e Race Discrimination Ordinance in Hong Kong)

The key to having a harmonious community is
making sure there is equality for all without any
form of discrimination. In Hong Kong, the Race
Discrimination Ordinance (RDO) holds an essential
position in ensuring equal rights of people from
diverse racial backgrounds. The Equal Opportunities
Commission (EOC) is a statutory body tasked with
implementing the anti-discrimination ordinances in
Hong Kong. As we celebrate the 15th anniversary of
RDO, it is imperative to reflect on the progress made
and the challenges that lie ahead in achieving a truly
inclusive society.

The RDO came into effect in July 2009 and aims to
eliminate racial discrimination and provide legal
recourse for victims. It prohibits discrimination on
the grounds of race, colour, descent, or national or
ethnic origin, and covers a wide range of areas,
including but not limited to education, employment,
and access to goods, facilities and services.

The RDO has certainly been effective in serving as a
deterrent as well as providing redress in cases of
racial discrimination. Since the implementation of
the RDO, the EOC has handled around 1600
complaints under the race category. In 2023, the
EOC received a total of 185 enquiries under the RDO
and 74 official complaints were made. Almost half
were in the employment field and the other half
were non-employment related.

While we have laws in place, citizen support is
crucial. Start by making changes in our own life and
influencing people around us. Small actions can lead
to big impact eventually.The EOC has taken up some
projects to mark the 15th anniversary milestone. To
kick off the celebrations, we organised the Racial

diversity & Inclusion Sports Day 2024 in April. Teams
made up of celebrities and representatives from
diverse races serving in the disciplinary forces
played an invitational dodgeball game at the start of
the day, followed by schools and corporate teams
participating in various sports activities, including
3-on-3  basketball and 6-on-6 dodgeball
competitions. The event also featured booths and
games related to fundamental movement skills,
allowing participants of all abilities to take part in
the event and further promoting a healthier
lifestyle. Over 200 people attended and enjoyed the
Sports Day.
Th cation Bureau, and attracted the participation of
158 kindergartens, primary and secondary schools.
Over 130 principals and teachers attended the event
and received acknowledgement as Racially Friendly
Campus Champions.
